Visit to the Children’s Friend, Jesus 
Jesus - Look attentively at the altar. Do you 

see the little door of  the Tabernacle? Look at 
Me. I am there in the Sacred Host, I, Jesus, I 
am here, all night and all day, and nearly always 
alone! ...
